RV Departure Checklist 
(Print-Optimized Layout)


T-24 Hours - Day Before Departure

Exterior Prep
- Sweep slide toppers & drain channels
- Inspect the roof
- Inspect awnings (sweep & retract)
- Inspect hitch bolts, connectors & retaining pins
- Check truck tire PSI (75 front / 65 rear)
- Inspect rig wheels & suspension (visual check of springs, attachment points, etc.)
- Check trailer tire inflation (target 120 PSI +/-3 PSI; adjust 1 PSI per 10 degrees temp change)

Tanks & Water
- Dump/flush black tank if 2/3rds full
- Drain grey tanks
- Treat black and grey tanks
- Secure dump hose
- Fresh Berkey water supply checked (make water if needed)
- Fill fresh water tank (amount based on location)

Gear & Equipment
- Check two-way radios/charge if needed
- Load bikes, secure & cover
- Fuel truck

T-12 Hours - Morning of Departure

Water & Utilities
- Drain & stow fresh water hose
- Secure pressure gauge & Y-connector
- Set the Nautilus system to dry camping

Interior Prep
- Secure dining room chairs
- Bedroom: remove outside slide noodles & stow
- Berkey stowed & secured

Exterior Items
- Secure grill, fireplace, chairs, bikes, sand mats, flags, propane tank

Trip Planning
- Plan route & fuel stops


T-0 - Final Departure Walkthrough

Kitchen & Living Area
- Refrigerator: secure interior items, shelf bars, lock door (red), lock freezer strap
- Living room: vent closed, refrigerator locked, carpets stowed, chair secured, drawers/cabinets 
- Countertop items pushed back
- Sweep steps & secure a whisk broom
- Pantry Door closed
- Coffee & tea pots secured/microwave noodle in place
- Dining table extension down
- Windows closed shades up in winter, down in summer

Power & Systems
- Water pump OFF
- Water heater OFF
- Lights OFF/A/C OFF
- Inverter ON (green button)
- Exercise generator if etiquette allows (or plan 30-minute stop)

Bedroom
- Plant, Dyson, USBs, vacuum attachment stowed
- Laundry door closed
- Carpet rolled up
- Closet door latched
- Windows closed & shades up
- Final floor check
- A/C & lights OFF
- Retract bedroom slide

Bathroom
- Shower secured (items off shelves, door locked)
- Bathroom secured (vent closed, counter items stowed, pocket door latched)
- Toilet seat down
- TP holder on its side
- Trash removed

Electronics & Loose Items
- All USBs disconnected & stowed
- All remotes stowed
- TV down & antenna light OFF
- Step stool stored
- Weather transmitter removed & secured
- Pull the living room slides in
